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Abstract:

The city is not just a place to work, produce results and find outputs in commodities.
The key word and business for the citizen is the experience.

This thesis is about perceiving the city through the eyes of one particular user and
actor in the urban environment — the jogger. The jogger is seen as an innovator and
creative user of the space. Through his corporeality the involvement and
communication with the city is more obvious and real.
